Fax a copy to the 1st TMCA TMCC at 483-8545, ATTN: Mr. Barrenechea.  The TMCC will send this copy along with the DIP clearance request to Bulgaria to alert the Bulgarian MOD that the cargo is going to be used temporarily inside Bulgaria but will be taken out of the country again at the end of the operation.

Make a copy of the completed form and ensure that the person who will be in charge on the ground in Bulgaria has a copy.

Send a copy with the shipping documentation.

· Bulgarian customs at the importation point should stamp and sign the document that is traveling with the cargo.

· This is the copy that must be presented at Radomir customs when leaving the country so ensure that commanders understand they must retain this copy or they may have extreme difficulties getting the cargo back out of Bulgaria at the end of the operation.

· If this copy does not arrive at the using location in Bulgaria, or the border officials did not stamp and sign the paper, the commander should immediately take his copy to the nearest customs office, explain the situation and get a stamp and signature.
