March Credits are required in Hungary for the following type of movements.  When movements originate outside of Hungary the 1st TMCA TMCC will coordinate with the Taszar MCT for the march credit at the same time they submit the DIP clearance request.  For movements originating in Hungary the MCT at Taszar will coordinate with the appropriate Hungarian authorities to obtain the march credit and escorts if required.


All movements of  more than 5 vehicles. (military or commercial)


All movement of one (1) or more 915’s.  (military)


All movement of one (1) or more HET  (military or commercial)


All movement of AMMO.  (military or commercial)


All movement of HAZMAT.  (military)


All movement of oversize/overweight vehicles. (military or commercial)

Oversized vehicles are defined as follows:

a. Any single vehicle exceeding a width of 2.50 meters.  Width is determined by measuring the vehicles fixed points or the load itself if there is overhang.  (mirrors are not included).

b.  Any single vehicle or load exceeding a height of 4 meters.

c.  Any single vehicle exceeding  a length of 12 meters.

d. Any vehicle combination consisting of a saddle-tractor and a semi-trailer exceeding a length of 16.0  meters.

e. Any articulated bus or a vehicle combination consisting of a slow vehicle and a trailer exceeding a length of 18 meters.

f. Any vehicle combination consisting of a tractor and two trailers exceeding 22.0 meters.

Overweight Vehicles are defined as follows:  (Military load classification is the total weight of vehicle plus the load, given in short tons).

The maximum allowed axle burdening of the vehicle.


Single axle: 10 metric tons  (11.03 s/t)


Double axle > than 2M distance between axles:  16 metric tons (17.64 s/t)


Group of axles consisting of three (3) axles:  24 metric tons
 Larger vehicles configurations that exceed 36.36 MT are considered overweight.

HUNGARIAN POLICE ESCORTS:

Hungarian Police escorts are required for the following types of moves, however, Hungarian officials may elect not to escort the move when issuing the March Credit.  The decision to escort or not escort with Hungarian Police is determined on a case by case basis.  Determining factors are the number of vehicles being moved, type of cargo, route taken, traffic patterns on the date of the move, etc.  The decision to escort or  not escort can only be made by the Military Movement Center in Budapest, and not by the shipping or transporting activity.

If the Hungarian police decide not to escort the movement and authorize the unit to provide its own escorts, the escort vehicles are required to have operational Rotating Amber Warning Light (RAWL) when performing escort responsibilities. 

Escorts will be provided by the Hungarians/Unit if any single vehicle in the convoy exceeds any of the following dimensions

Length:  20 meters
Width:   3.5 meters
Height:  4.4 meters 


Or, if the total length of  the vehicles in the convoy adds to more than 120 meters.  This 
does not  include the space between vehicles, only the actual combined length of the 
vehicles themselves.


Convoys consisting of  seven (7) or more 915/872.


Convoys consisting of 10 smaller vehicles (no more than 25 vehicles per convoy-24 
per HET convoy.

Once a Hungarian Police escort requirement has been established for a SFOR or KFOR convoy only the Hungarian Transportation Control Center (HTCC) has the authority to remove the requirement.  Any changes in the convoys make up must be reported to the 14th Trans Bn RMCT (DSN 760-4337).  The 14th Trans RMCT  will report the change to the HTCC.  Changes must be reported at least Ninety (90) minutes prior to the Convoy’s SP time.
