Traffic Control Measures during Main Traveling Period 2002

Dear Ladies and Gentlemen: 

the impact on certain portions of the Autobahn because of variable start and ending periods in various states and the neighboring countries divides the main travel period 2002 into the following categories: 

Primary Vacation Period: Thursday, 4 July 2002, 0001 hours, to Saturday 31 August 2002, 2400 hours.

Secondary Vacation Period:

6.  Allied Forces 

The liaison offices of the Allied Forces have been requested to apply section 2, paragraph 1, No 5 of the Vacation Traffic Directive only in particularly urgent cases and only upon prior coordination with the competent German authorities. Movements on Autobahnen, which fall under the Vacation Traffic Directive, should take place, if possible, only during periods of light traffic (night time) and also only upon prior coordination with competent German authorities.
