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BORDER CROSSING POINTS (BCPs)

1. Each authorized BCP is open 24-hours a day and has telephone communication, fax facilities and reasonable customs staffing levels.
2. Commercial vehicles may only use authorized BCPs (see below). Failure to use the authorized BCPs may result in any or all of the following:

A. For repeated or significant (to be determined by Chief, SFOR Customs) violations, the Chief SFOR Customs may also ban SFOR units and/or TCNs from using this contractor for future shipment of duty-free goods.

FREEDOM OF MOVEMENT ACROSS BORDERS

1. International Freight Regulations must be complied with by all persons or organizations shipping SFOR goods within the SFOR Theatre. SFOR shippers must comply with all relevant national and international import, export, and road freight regulations of the countries through which they transit.

2. Food Shipment Inspections must be documented by possession of a Veterinary Certificate for all vehicles carrying foodstuffs into Croatia and BiH. All food shipments through Croatia are subject to Croatian Inspection and Compliance.

3. SFOR units or contractors must use unique, numbered seals for containers or tankers containing goods for SFOR. These seals are commercially available.

4. If non-SFOR goods are found in an SFOR dedicated Commercial Contractors’ container or vehicle, the SFOR receiving unit must immediately report this to SFOR International Military Police (IMP) who may impound the goods. The IMP will inform SFOR Customs in Zagreb and liaise with the appropriate host nation civilian authority. The receiving unit will submit a written report to SFOR Customs in Zagreb within 48 hours of discovering the non-SFOR goods.
5. SFOR Customs will carry out BCP checks and will stop and inspect both SFOR military and SFOR commercial trucks.

Vehicle Inspection at BCPs
1. Regarding the civilian Customs authorities in Croatia and Bosnia, SFOR military transports (green vehicles) have total freedom of movement. Host Nations Customs Officials may search neither the vehicle nor its contents. SFOR Customs may search military transports, both the vehicle and its contents, at the discretion of the Chief of SFOR Customs.  

2. Commercial contractors carrying SFOR shipments do not have the same freedom of movement as described above. Commercial vehicles carrying SFOR goods are entitled to freedom of movement within the SFOR AOR; however, they are subject to search at BCPs. This search is restricted to the vehicle and cab and DOES NOT include the sealed SFOR load. The Host Nations customs official may take the packing list, etc., to photocopy, but these documents must be returned to the driver. If anything unusual is found during the vehicle inspection by the Host Nation Customs Officials, the following procedures will be used:

A. a.
SFOR Customs will review the facts and determine the appropriate actions. These actions may include any of the following:

(1).
SFOR Customs may direct the Host Nation Customs organization to release the vehicle. This action would be taken if SFOR Customs disagrees with the Host Country Customs reasons for refusing entry into the Host Nation. This decision by SFOR Customs will be based solely on the SOFA and Technical Agreement with the Host Nation. Should the decision be made to direct the vehicle onward, then the following will be done:

a) The vehicle shall head directly for its SFOR destination.

b) SFOR Customs will make arrangements with the SFOR receiving unit/location to carry out a detailed inspection of the vehicle.

c) The SFOR receiving unit/location shall provide a written report to SFOR Customs in Zagreb within 48 hours of the vehicle’s arrival. The report must include the following information:

i) ‘C Form’ document control (serial) number.

ii) The BCP at which the vehicle was stopped.

iii) The name of contractor.

iv) The name of vehicle driver.

v) Telephone numbers for both the issuing and receiving units.

vi) A detailed description of the problems.

vii) A detailed description of the actions carried out in response to problem.

(2).
SFOR Customs may agree with the Host Nation to detain the vehicle at the BCP pending a search that will be conducted by SFOR Customs and/or IMP/MP personnel. A report will be prepared by the SFOR Customs personnel and will be faxed to the issuing and receiving stamp holder as well as the SFOR Customs chain of command. This inspection may take place at the BCP or at the SFOR Customs inspection shed located in Zagreb, Croatia at the Defenders of Vukovar Barracks (DVB). The location of the search is at the sole discretion of the Chief SFOR Customs. Any additional cost incurred by the shipping contractor due to SFOR Customs inspection related delays will be born by the shipping contractor.

b. Penalties will be assessed to the driver, the shipping contractor, and the stamp holder for goods being included on a commercial vehicle that are not included in the ‘C Form’ documentation. These penalties may include any or all of the following:

1) Drivers are responsible to ensure that the documentation for the SFOR duty-free goods being carried on the truck is correct. Drivers of vehicles that have been found by the Chief of SFOR Customs to be in violation of this SOP are subject to any or all of the following:

a) The Chief of SFOR Customs may write a letter of reprimand directed to the driver’s senior manager.

b) The Chief SFOR Customs may notify the driver’s senior manager that the driver is NOT allowed to drive trucks bearing SFOR goods.

c) The Chief SFOR Customs may recommend to the driver’s senior manager that the drivers’ employment be terminated.

d) The driver may be turned over to host nation customs/police authorities

2) The shipping contractor is responsible to ensure that all documentation for vehicles carrying SFOR duty-free goods are in order. They are also responsible to ensure that only the duty-free goods as listed on the ‘C Form’ are loaded on the vehicle for transport. Contractors found by the Chief of SFOR Customs to be in violation of this SOP are subject to any or all of the following:

a) The Chief SFOR Customs may write a letter of warning to the shipping contractor and the contract administrator.

b) The Chief SFOR Customs may notify the contract administrator with a recommendation that the contractor be removed from the current contract and any future contracts.

c) All or part of the contents of the vehicle may be turned over to the host nation customs authorities.

d) The vehicle as well as the load may be turned over to the host nation customs authorities.

e)
The Chief SFOR Customs may recommend monetary penalties be assessed in an amount based on a percentage of the street value of the goods being transported to be determined by the Commander SFOR.
3)
The stamp holder is subject to the penalties outline in Annex A of this SOP.
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
