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Responsibilities of SFOR ContractING OFFICERS

Contractor Clauses

1. Contractor clauses are to be included in all new commercial freight contracts and should be inserted into those contracts with the option to be extended. All contractors and contracting agencies are expected to apply the intent of the following clauses:

a. The Chief SFOR Customs shall have the right to do or order the following:

1)
Have any goods related to the illegal activity seized and transferred to the affected nation's Customs authorities for further action.

2)
The Chief SFOR Customs may recommend to the contracting authority that the contract be terminated for default.

3)
May recommend to the Contracting authority to suspend or debar the contractor from further contracting actions with SFOR or any subsequent NATO Mission in the Theatre of Operations.

(a) All SFOR units/TCN’s must ensure that all commercial contractors are proper, bona-fide companies, and shall carry out full accreditation of suppliers.
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
