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DUTIES OF THE CAMP COMMANDER

1. The local Camp Commander is responsible for supervising the PXs, clubs, bars and concessions on their camp. The Camp Commander must ensure that every PX, club, bar and concession located on their camp is registered with SFOR Customs, Zagreb.

2. The local Camp Commander is responsible to ensure that every vehicle carrying SFOR duty-free goods or materials onto the camp premises complies with all applicable SFOR Customs regulations. The camp IMPs or MPs, under the direction of the Camp Commander, will establish a Customs checkpoint and procedures in accordance with Appendix 1, Annex I of this SOP.

3. The Camp Commanders of HQ SFOR in Sarajevo, MND North in Tuzla, MND Southeast in Mostar, and MND Southwest in Banja Luka each has an SFOR Customs AIO. The AIO works with SFOR Customs on matters related to customs in their individual area of responsibility. The Camp Commander is to ensure that the individual acting as the AIO is properly trained and has the time to devote to his/her job to properly accomplish it.

4. Camp Commanders are NOT authorized to impose or relax customs related rules upon units, individuals, clubs/bars/concessions, contractors or visitors to their camps. The Chief SFOR Customs is the only authority when dealing with SFOR Customs issues.

5. Camp Commanders wishing to alter the established SFOR duty-free allowances, must submit a written request to Chief, SFOR Customs. This must be supported by the endorsement of SFOR ACOS Support.
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
