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BULK FUEL

1.
Shipments of bulk fuel shall be supported by the appropriate documentation as follows:

a. SFOR fuel transported by commercial contractor’s vehicles;

1) Commercial contractor’s vehicles carrying fuel destined for SFOR shall have a ‘C Form’ for each individual tanker load.

2) After loading, the vehicle driver must go to the nearest local Customs House and submit a ‘C Form’, page 2, with the details of the fuel being carried, before continuing transit. That Customs House serves as the Border Crossing Point (BCP) of entry.

3) The type of fuel and the exact quantity of fuel being transported must be listed in the box on the ‘C Form’ titled ‘General Description of Goods Box’.

4) The normal ‘C Form’ procedure will be followed as set out in Annex C.

5) The CMR number must be annotated on the ‘C Form’.

6)
Page 5 of Appendix C must be forwarded within 24 hours of delivery.

b. SFOR fuel transported by rail;

1)
The ‘B Form’ transit procedure shall be followed as set out in Annex B.

c. SFOR fuel transported by military (green) tank trucks;

1) When military (green) trucks are used to transport SFOR fuel from bulk storage facilities, each vehicle must be issued a “Letter of Authorization” (Appendix 1, Annex P) and no ‘C Form’ is required.

2) The issuing office will send the original letter with the vehicle and retain a copy as proof of issue in their files.

3) The vehicle driver must drive to the Customs House nearest the bulk storage loading point and give the original letter to the Customs Official.

4) No further customs paperwork is required for onward transit to the destination.
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
