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VEHICLE REGISTRATION

1. GENERAL

a. SFOR, NATO and the TCNs operate with a wide variety of vehicle types within the AOR. These vehicles vary not only in size and type but also by being both civilian (henceforth referred to as “white” vehicles) and military (referred to as “green” vehicles). The numerous vehicles of the International Community (IC) that display SFOR registration number further complicate the situation.

b. In order to ensure that SFOR maintains the right of Freedom of Movement (FOM) and of tax and duty-free status, it is important that SFOR vehicles be able to produce valid registration certification. This will allow SFOR Customs officials and the IMPs/MPs to check authorized vehicles.

2. ‘WHITE’ VEHICLES – These are SFOR dedicated civilian vehicles bearing civilian, SFOR or military registration plates. These vehicles are being used directly by SFOR units in BiH, Croatia, and Hungary. These vehicles, whether SFOR owned or leased, shall be issued an SFOR Vehicle Registration Log Book to provide evidence that it is an authorized SFOR vehicle. SFOR Vehicle Registration Log Books are issued and controlled by each nation's NSE and by TransCoy at Camp Butmir. The SFOR Vehicle Registration Log Books will contain the registration number, chassis, and engine number of the vehicle. The vehicle is to bear SFOR registration number which is clearly visible. All SFOR personnel in the vehicle are to carry their yellow/gray/green SFOR ID cards, which shall give the vehicle FOM under the SOFA and not subject it to customs inspection or taxes in BiH and Croatia.

3.
‘GREEN’ VEHICLES – These are SFOR dedicated military vehicles bearing military registration plates and have FOM throughout the AOR. They will not be subject to customs inspections in either BiH or Croatia. All SFOR personnel in these vehicles however must produce their yellow/gray SFOR ID card if requested at the BCP. Freight carried on these vehicles is not subject to customs inspections, charges or taxes.

4.  DE-SIGNING, DE-MILITARIZATION, and DE-REGISTRATION

a. All SFOR civilian type vehicles must have the SFOR identification number removed and the vehicle will be de-registered as an SFOR vehicle before being disposed of and/or sold by SFOR units/TCNs.

b. All SFOR military type vehicles are to be de-militarized in such a manner as to prevent them from being confused with legitimate military ‘green’ vehicles, before they are disposed of by SFOR units/TCNs.
