CONVENTIONAL ARMAMENTS AND EQUIPMENT SUBJECT TO THE TREATY ON CONVENTIONAL ARMED FORCES IN EUROPE  (CFE TREATY)

The below listed models of equipment, disaggregated by Treaty category, are subject to the CFE Treaty.  This list does not include combat aircraft--only Army systems currently in service and located in Europe.  

Battle Tanks:  M1 Abrams and M60

Armored Infantry Fighting Vehicles:  M2 and M3 Bradley

Armored Personnel Carriers:  M113 

APC look-alikes:  M93 FOX; M1059 smoke generator; M1064 and M106 mortar carriers; M1117 ASV

Artillery:  M109; M119; M198; MLRS; and M120 mortar

Armored Vehicle Launched Bridges:  M48 and M60

Attack Helicopters:  AH-64 and OH-58

Combat Support Helicopters:  CH-47; UH-60; UH-1

When these systems are moved from one location in Europe to another, even for maintenance, training, or export/import, the USAREUR DCSOPS-IOD (Treaty Compliance Branch) must be contacted prior to movement.  The Treaty Compliance Branch will issue a treaty limited equipment movement control number (TLE control number) recording the movement.  This must be done to ensure U.S. compliance with the CFE Treaty—a legally binding international arms control Treaty.  It is the shipper or owning units responsibility to ensure this is accomplished.

There are many other systems covered by the Treaty--both foreign and older U.S. models of these equipment categories.  Units that obtain such items through special circumstances (e.g., for museum pieces), which appear to fall into one of the categories listed above, should contact the below POCs to determine if a TLE number is required for shipment.

The references for this requirement are USCINCEUR OPORD 4324-93, USAREUR Regulation 525-1, and USAREUR OPORD 4324-92.
