Deployment HAZMAT Preparation Assistance
1.  The purpose of this message is to request your assistance in getting the word out to deploying units in your area.  We now have resources, as identified below, to be proactive in providing assistance, guidance and, on a resource available basis, on-site help in order to eliminate problems before they get to the ISA inspection site.   
2.  Up front, the two main topics we want to broadcast -
-- we created specific information to help Unit Movement Officers, Logistics/G4 planners, and HAZ 12 certifiers get geared up and execute HAZMAT movement activities.  That information is found on the USAREUR Safety website.  
-- we have a small team of HAZMAT experts with automated tools who can go to deploying units outside the 98th ASG (units within 98th ASG contact the local BSB safety office for an expert) to assist them with HAZMAT load planning and documentation, to include:
·       identifying whether or not an item is HAZMAT for transport, 
·       determining compatibility (segregation) based on the sea regulations 
·       assisting with grouping compatible goods for load planning and container ordering 
·       providing all necessary Accident Information Sheets for road transport 
·       clarifying or determining placarding requirements 
3.  The USAREUR G3 Movement Operations Center unclassified website has the basics concerning all aspects of equipment documenting, marking and placarding:  https://wwwg3.hqusareur.army.mil/
At the top of their home page, choose G3 DIVISIONS, then OPERATIONS, then MOC INFORMATION.  That will take you to a table of files which can be viewed (not recommended due to size) or downloaded to your computer.  

[For information, to download a file from a website, put your curser over the file name (left column of the chart on the screen), click your RIGHT mouse button, choose SAVE TARGET AS, and identify where you want to put the file in your computer.]  
4.  We have extracted the HAZMAT information from that file which is specific to this SEA deployment.  In this format, it becomes a "Commander's Guide" to the HAZMAT identification through transport process, highlighting several historical problems.  So for those who are only interested in the HAZMAT instructions (TAB F to the SOP), we've reduced the file size and have it posted to our USAREUR Safety website, along with other important functional and training information:

·       New transport and documentation allowances not found in the current (May 03) Army Europe Regulation 55-4.  (They will be found in the new 55-4, which is currently in the publishing system.)
·       A generic timeline which gives an idea of the sequence of training (rail loading, container stuffing, etc) & HAZMAT events which are tied to deployment preparation and loading 
·       Preparation steps 
·       How to divide the unit's load list into HAZMAT and non HAZMAT 
·       How to separate the HAZMAT into individual compatible loads 
·       Information for container loading training 
·       Transport document assistance 
·       Other required HAZMAT forms, including EUROPEAN SPECIFIC (like Accident Information Sheets) 
·       Simplified placarding and marking requirements for vehicles and containers to meet the law 

This site also includes:
·       The DD Form 836 transport document 
·       The DD Form 626 vehicle inspection document 
·       A helpful 98th ASG form which serves as a good template for completing the DD Form 836 dangerous goods transport document
·       A 98th ASG managed spreadsheet which allows a unit to search a list of common NSN to determine if the item is defined as HAZMAT for transport. For NSNs on the list, the spreadsheet provides the important sea transportation document information requirements.  The sheet is built to allow data to be copied from the database directly onto the supplemental form.
·       A link to a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) database to determine if other on-hand NSNs are considered HAZMAT for sea transport.
·       An automated email link to request answers to specific questions. 
4.  The individuals listed below also offer expert assistance with software tools to quickly resolve questions, data requirements, and accident information sheets in the correct languages.  The unit must have a complete list of material to be deployed which is known or suspected to be HAZMAT, by NSN.  From that point, we can assist in resolving identification, segregation (compatibility) and document issues.  If necessary, or more efficient to assist a group of units, we can come to their location on a time and personnel available basis.  (Support will be very limited during the December holiday period so please plan accordingly.)
