SUBJECT: Memorandum of Instruction - Standardized Equipment Marking 

1.  REFERENCES:


a.  AR 750-1, Army Materiel Maintenance Policy and Retail Maintenance Operations, 1 Jul 96, as supplemented.


b.  USAREUR Regulation 385-55, Prevention of Motor Vehicle Accidents, 26 Jan 00.


c.  TB 43-0209, Color, Marking, and Camouflage Painting of Military Vehicles, Construction Equipment, and Materials Handling Equipment (MHE), 30 Oct 90.

2.  PURPOSE: Provide guidance on standard military vehicle marking, within the 21st Theater Support Command (TSC); clarify regulatory requirements for standard bumper markings; provide uniform standardized guidance pertaining to: unit markings, reflective safety markings and other required vehicular markings.

3.  APPLICABILITY: These instructions apply to all 21st TSC units, activities, and installations using, maintaining, or procuring such vehicles or equipment.  This Memorandum supersedes all previous references and is in effect until superseded)

4.  RESPONSIBILITIES:  Unit Commanders will ensure that the contents of this Memorandum of Instruction are strictly enforced and will incorporate these provisions into their maintenance program and standing operating procedures. 

5.  POLICY:

a.  Markings that are not authorized are not of the authorized style, or not in the approved location will be corrected during the next scheduled service.

b.  Vehicles and equipment will be spot painted when required for preservation purposes only.

c.  Repainting will not be done merely to change color unless it is considered necessary for safety or security purposes by the responsible commander. 

d.  Material Safety Data Sheets will be consulted and made readily available, on-site, during all painting operations.

e.  Unit Identification markings will be IAW ref 1c.  


f.
Other Vehicle Markings:


(1)  Military Vehicle Delineators (MVD).  


(a)  Each tactical wheeled vehicle and trailer will have at least two 30cm X 30cm MVDs affixed to the rear of the vehicle, regardless of vehicle size.  Placement of MVDs will be IAW ref 1b.  


(b)  The current 20cm X 20cm and/or 40cm X 40cm MVDs will be replaced, in pairs, through attrition.  


(c)  During field and /or training operations, MVDs may be covered with mud or an empty sandbag for camouflage and protection but must be cleaned prior to entering a public highway.


(2)  Maximum Speed Limits.  


(a)  The maximum speed limits for tactical vehicles will be stenciled in ½-inch black letters and numbers on the vehicle dash panel.  If lower speed limits are prescribed by the manufacturer or imposed by other directives, the lower speed limit will be posted.  


(b)  For vehicles that do not have adequate space on the dash panel, the required markings may be stenciled on the inside panel of the vehicle door. The required markings must be visible to the operator. 


(3)  Operator and Assistant/Supervisor’s Name and Rank.  Tactical vehicle operator's, assistant's, and or supervisor's name and rank will be displayed in 1-inch black numbers/letters in the bottom left and right corners of the vehicle's windshield respectively using pressure sensitive decals IAW ref 2c.


(4)  Service and Emergency Air Couplings.  Vehicles and trailers equipped with service and emergency air couplings, and/or air hoses, will color code (using paint) the couplings: YELLOW for service and RED for emergency.
