· ODT is AT – Not TDY (No Per Diem Budgeted)!

· “NO COST PROGRAM” to supporting LSOs/ARNGs and the 21st TSC, OSJA.

· Force protection must be completed prior to Germany arrival.  Be sure to provide names and dates of all personnel to Headquarters, ODT POC.

· Travel by family members is “Not authorized”.  Refer to FORSCOM Reg 350-9, Para 7-2.

· Leave before or after AT is “Not authorized”.  While on ODT all members must obtain a “Pass” during off duty hours to travel to another country.  Please contact the Law Center POC for details
· Requirements for traveling to other countries:

DA31, Travel Guidance, Risk Assessment, Cover Sheet, and Security Briefing (obtain details from OIC/NCOIC)

Passport (if required)

International Drivers License

· All inquiries and/or changes must channel through the HQs, OSJA.
· Living quarters are “Government Barracks Facility” (private rooms, shared latrines, and community kitchen and laundry facility).  Pictures can be viewed on our website at:  www.21tsc.army.mil/aerja.   Due to the activation of reserve and National Guard personnel, billeting in Kaiserslautern and Mannheim is scarce.  There maybe a possibility that personnel assigned to Mannheim will have to commute on a daily basis.  The team leader will be notified prior to their stateside departure.  Our organization will also include a statement on the DD1610 so that gasoline reimbursement will be authorized for the daily commute.  All male members will share a room and female members will be handled separately.  Female soldier(s) may have a room to herself, however, if there is a need for other female soldier(s) due to transit purposes the female soldier(s) maybe required to share the room.  If there is a requirement to share the room, a JAG representative will notify each female soldier(s).  All ODT members should secure their personal belongings prior to departing their room for the day.   
· If “Government Dining Facilities” are available they must be utilized.  Enlisted personnel eat for free by showing orders and ID card and officers pay as they go.  No missed meals will be authorized.  Currently at Stuttgart, the dining facility is about a 30 minutes commute.  Each team leader should consider the other member of the team on whether or not they have or want to eat the dining facility.  If an ODT member chooses to eat at the dining facility, please inform the OIC/NCOIC immediately so that work scheduled can be adjusted accordingly.
· Rental cars are authorized for the team leaders in Stuttgart and Mannheim due to the distance between living quarters, duty location, and dining facility location.  Personnel must operate a standard vehicle (stick shift).  Authorized personnel must pay for the rental out of his/her pocket then file for reimbursement (DD 1351-2).  Orders (DD1610) will be processed and provided to the member prior to departure from Europe.  Members should file DD1351-2 through their unit upon completion of their ODT rotation.  Rental cars can be used during off duty hours, however, the individual will be responsible for addition mileage and gasoline expenses.  If there is an accident while utilizing the rental car during off duty hours, the individual will be responsible for all expenses.  The DD1610 will only cover “Official Business” mileage and gasoline expenses.
· All ODT members must bring their LBE, Kevlar, and protective mask.
