Submit a Federal Post Card Application now for early 2004 primaries

Separate application will be required later for main elections

HEIDELBERG, Germany -- Voters who wish to participate in party primaries should take note; registration and absentee ballot request deadlines are quickly approaching in states holding Presidential Preference Primaries in January and February 2004. 

Some of these states require a Federal Post Card Application, Standard Form 76, before the end of 2003 in order to vote in these 2004 elections.

Eligible citizens covered by the Uniformed and Overseas Citizens Absentee Voting Act who are residents of these states should register and request a ballot by completing and submitting an FPCA to their local election official before the end of 2003.  

Citizens should understand that participating in the primaries does not mean you are automatically registered to vote in next year’s election. Voters should also submit a second FPCA after January 1, 2004.

FPCAs received after Jan. 1, 2004 will allow voters to receive absentee voting materials for the 2004 state primary and November general elections.
