

Acquisition and Cross Servicing Agreements
The Acquisition and Cross Servicing Agreement (ACSA) statute (formerly known as "NATO Mutual Support Act") was enacted to simplify exchanges of logistic support, supplies, and services between the United States and other NATO forces. It was subsequently amended in 1986, 1992, and 1994: to permit acquisition and cross-servicing agreements (ACSAs) with the governments of eligible non-NATO countries; to require equal-value exchanges (EVEs) of logistic support, supplies, and services; to allow ACSAs with United Nations organizations; and to authorize the loan or lease of equipment. Annual reports are required listing all ACSA transactions in the previous fiscal year and projecting requirements for the next fiscal year. 

Key elements of an ACSA include: 

	
	Support must be requested and approved using the NATO Standard Form for Request, Receipt and Return, or Invoice (AE Form 12-16A-R/STANAG 3381 Form). 
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	All transactions must be cash reimbursement, equal value exchanges (EVEs) or replacement in kind (RIK).

	The logistics support which may be exchanged are: food, billeting, transportation, POL, communications services, training, ammunition, emergency medical services, and base operations. 
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	Categories of support which may never be exchanged are: guided missiles and kits, major end items, chemical or nuclear munitions, formal course training, official uniforms, or major construction projects. 
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	Purchases of support valuing more than $25,000 must be executed by a contracting officer. USAREUR authorization must come from Wiesbaden Regional Contracting Center, POC: Mr. Marius Fara, DSN 336-2148. 
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	USAREUR units may not provide logistic support, supplies or services without receiving reimbursement.
