International Agreements 
International Agreements are between USAREUR and one or more foreign governments, including their agencies, instrumentalities, their political subdivisions, or an international organization. These agreements are governed by USAREUR Regulation 1-3, "International Agreements and Third Party Agreements" (under revision, updated version will not contain major policy changes). 

International Agreements generally cover support other than provision of U.S. Army facilities for joint use. Examples are: 

	
	Hunting and fishing within the Federal Republic of Germany. 
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	Use of German Armed Forces' Vacation Centers by U.S. personnel. 
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	Entry of German police onto U.S. accommodations. 
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	Mutual assistance in fire protection and disaster preparedness. 
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	Modification of Deutsche Bahn (DB) train coaches as ambulance trains. 


These International Agreements outline the signatory parties intent to provide or receive support. They set forth conditions and mutually agreed upon procedures to do so. International Agreements may be implemented by Joint Use Agreements or other arrangements but are generally stand-alone arrangements not normally tied to a specific facility or location. 

International Agreements, like Joint Use Agreements, must be monitored by a designated U.S. POC, i.e. agreement administrator. Depending on the agreement contents, the conditions and procedures for Joint Use Agreements, such as procedures for costs/reimbursements, apply to International Agreements as well.
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
