National Agreements 

National Agreements are those between USAREUR and other U.S. federal agencies for support. National Agreements are referred to as Memoranda of Understanding (MOUs) or Memoranda of Agreement (MOAs). These agreements document parameters within which interdepartmental, interagency, interservice or intraservice support agreements are negotiated and concluded. 
MOAs and MOUs are established between major commands (MACOMs) and establish statements of fact, intentions, procedures and parameters for future actions and matters of coordination agreed by the signatories. These agreements are negotiated by Agreements Division. USAREUR subordinate commands are not authorized to conclude an MOU or MOA. 

USAREUR National Agreement policy is outlined in Department of Defense Instruction 4000.19 and USAREUR Regulation 1-7. Support Agreements are developed using DD Forms 1144. 

USAREUR Regulation 1-7 authorizes USAREUR Area Support Group Agreement Coordinators to conclude Support Agreements using DD Form 1144.
