4)  $20 fee for expeditious delivery of cards (24 hrs. CONUS / 48 hrs.

OCONUS)

5)  Establishment of split disbursement capability by finance (I'll believe

this when I see it over here....)

6)  $29 returned check fee

Some of these, like #3, may pose significant problems if delinquent service

members continue to maintain current usage habits.   Please help me get the

word out to everyone.
