SUBJECT:  Accountability of IMPAC Purchases

1.  References:

     a.  Memorandum, HQ USAREUR/7A, 6 Mar 97, subject:  USAREUR Policy on Using the International Merchant Purchase Authorization Card.

     b.  IMPAC Cardholder's Letter of Delegation of Authority.

     c.  Memorandum, HQ 21st TAACOM, 28 Aug 97, subject: USAREUR Policy on Using the International Merchant Purchase Authorization Card.

2.  IMPAC officials are reminded of the requirement to obtain local purchase authority and reporting procedures for purchases made with the IMPAC credit card, as cited at reference 1a and paragraph 2 of reference 1b.  

3.   To comply with the requirements of USAREUR IMPAC local purchase supply policy, IMPAC officials must comply with the following conditions when making purchases with the IMPAC credit card:

     a.  IMPAC purchases are submitted in a written format.

     b.  IMPAC requests meet local purchase criteria for IMPAC usage and approval requirement.

     c.  Reporting procedures of IMPAC purchases.

4.  The goals of the reporting procedures are to capture demand history data to support future management decisions to stock items at government supply point and to account for all property purchased with the IMPAC card.  To accomplish this, IMPAC officials must follow these procedures:

      a.  Within five (5) days after purchase of other than Class IX Repair Parts, the IMPAC cardholder shall provide copies of IMPAC requests and receipts to the Property Book Office to screen for property accountability.  Accountability procedures and method of identifying accountability will be determined by the Property Book Officer as cited at Army Regulations 

710-2 and 735-5.

      b.  Within thirty (30) days after purchase, units supported by the Unit-Level Logistics Systems (ULLS-G) will report Class IX purchases to the supporting SSA or SSO by submitting a demand transaction with a document identifier code of DHA through ULLS to the Standard Army Retail Supply System - Objective (SARSS-O).
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       c.  Within thirty (30) days after purchase, units not supported by ULLS will report Class IX purchases by providing a listing to the SSA or SSO that will input the demand transaction to SARSS-O.
