COMMERCIAL CONTAINER HANDLER VEHICLE RENTAL

NOTE TO WRITER:  This statement of work contains a recommended format for contracting container handler rental in extended deployments or contingency operations.  The standards describe the minimum acceptable standards for rental of container handler vehicle.  When local conditions dictate, modifications to the Statement of Work should be contemplated.   Many of the items included in this statement of work are not required for mission accomplishment.  However, they are included as areas you may negotiate into the contract at no additional cost to the government or discard, if not applicable.

SCOPE OF WORK:  The contractor shall provide a safe and operable container handler in accordance with host nation laws and commercial practices and this contract.  The contractor shall provide {INSERT TYPE OF VEHICLE REQUIRED TO INCLUDE LOAD RATING OF HANDLER AND LOCATION AND DATES OF PERFORMANCE}. 1.2  POINTS OF CONTACT.  The contractor will provide points of contact within his company to interface with the contract representative on issues concerning rental vehicles.  Names, business address, phone numbers, and hours of operation are the minimum information requirements.  Arrangements for contacting the contractor's points of contact after normal business hours should also be made.

1.3   METHOD OF PAYMENT: Cash or Electron Funds Transfer (EFF) payment will be made for services rendered under this contract in host nation currency.

1.3.1  At a minimum, the contractor shall submit invoice with the following information:  contract number, company name, and invoiced amount (note:  The amount charge on invoice must be in compliance with the terms of the contract).

2.0  Contractor shall provide specified container handler and all services required to perform loading and off-loading operations.  Container handler will be delivered within the timeframe agreed to in this contract.  Failure to pass the acceptance inspection in the timeframe specified may result in a monetary penalty.
