The standards describe the minimal acceptable standards for billeting military or civilian DOD personnel.  When local conditions differ, modifications should seek the highest standards attainable at a reasonable price.

STATEMENT OF WORK

1.0  SCOPE OF WORK:  Subject to the terms and conditions specified in this contract, the contractor shall provide all necessary tools, personnel, material, and equipment to perform and provide forklift support as requested by the US Government.  The contractor is responsible to provide qualified forklift operators and fuel to operate the forklift in accordance with this contract.  

1.1  The contractor shall provide {INSERT QUANTITY} safe, operable {INSERT LOAD RATE OF REQUIRED FORKLIFT – ie. 25 METRIC TON FORKLIFT} capable of unloading {INSERT TYPE OF EQUIPMENT TO BE OFF-LOADED}from {IDENTIFY LOCATION}.  {INSERT REQUIRED QUANTITY OF FORKLIFT, LOCATION OF SERVICE, AND DATE AND TIME, IF APPLICABLE}. 
1.2  Contractor shall provide specified forklifts with extension capability and all services required to keep the forklifts in a safe, operational condition.  Forklifts will be delivered within the timeframe agreed to in this contract and must meet the minimum acceptance criteria provided herein.  Failure to pass the acceptance inspection in the timeframe specified may result in a monetary penalty.  The forklift must meet all host nation safety requirements.

1.3  The contractor shall provide, as requested by the US Government a forklift vehicle rated {INSERT LOAD RATE OF REQUIRED FORKLIFT} to provide loading and unloading of US Government equipment.  All equipment associated with the loading/unloading of equipment shall be provided by the contractor.

2.0   METHOD OF PAYMENT: Cash or Electron Funds Transfer (EFF) payment will be made for services rendered under this contract in host nation currency.

2.1  At a minimum, the contractor shall submit invoice with the following information:  contract number, company name, and invoiced amount (note:  The amount charge on invoice must be in compliance with the terms of the contract).

2.2  The contractor shall provide a copy of the service performance slips, authenticated by an authorized government representative upon submission of the itemized invoice.

3.0  POINTS OF CONTACT.  The contractor will provide points of contact within his company to interface with the contract representative on issues concerning rental of forklifts.  Names, business address, phone numbers, and hours of operation are the minimum information requirements.  Arrangements for contacting the contractor's points of contact after normal business hours should also be made.
