STATEMENTS OF WORK (SOW)

PORTABLE LATRINES

NOTE TO WRITER:  This statement of work (SOW) contains a recommended format for contracting for commercial portable latrines services in extended deployments and contingency situations.  The standards describe the minimal acceptable standards for portable latrine requirement.  When local conditions differ, modifications should seek the highest standards attainable at a reasonable price.

PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT

1.0  Latrine:  Portable chemical, one (1) seat per unit.  The portable latrines to be furnished by the contractor for the stated rental period are of the standard commercial type, a single cabin unit in the approximate size of 1.25 meter x 1.25 meter.  The cabin is to be equipped with a hand cleaning agent (dispenser), a urinal, a holding tank (minimum capacity of 250 liters), one toilet paper holder, a clothing hook, ventilation outlet, a lockable door, and a translucent roof.

1.1  Servicing of each latrine includes the emptying and/or replacement of the holding tank to include the replenishment of all chemical agents.  Each cabin interior will be completely cleaned with a disinfectant agent, and the exterior walls will be cleaned as appropriate to give a well maintain appearance.

1.2  The contractor shall supply adequate quantity of hand cleaner and toilet paper during the cleaning of the portable latrines.

1.3  The contractor will provide all labor, materiel, transportation and equipment required for the delivery, installation, removal of sludge to the appropriate sewage disposal point, emptying/servicing, and the pick up of the latrines at the expiration of the rental period.  In addition the contractor must provide all chemical agents to include antifreeze during winter months.

1.4  The contractor must implement a quality assurance program that will ensure that his work and the work performed by his employees is accomplished in such a manner that is in conformance with applicable standards of the trade and is in compliance with local and federal host nation ecology laws and directives.  The contractor must obtain and hold current all necessary approvals and permits for the lawful performance of the prescribed services. In addition, the contractor must obtain the necessary permits for the operation of his service and disposal vehicles on Saturdays, Sundays and holidays.

1.5  All latrines will be delivered, installed, and ready for use no later than {INSERT TIME, IF APPLICABLE} on the first day of the specified rental period and serviced daily NLT {INSERT TIME.}.

2.0   METHOD OF PAYMENT: Cash or Electron Funds Transfer (EFF) payment will be made for services rendered under this contract in host nation currency.

2.1  At a minimum, the contractor shall submit invoice with the following information:  contract number, company name, and invoiced amount (note:  The amount charge on invoice must be in compliance with the terms of the contract).

2.2  The contractor shall provide a copy of the service performance slips, authenticated by an authorized government representative upon submission of the itemized invoice.
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
