The briefings should cover defensive driving, drinking and driving, high risk driving on autobahns, use of seat belts, and the advantages of using public transportation.  Ensure all personnel are cognizant of the hazards associated with winter travel.

2.  Winter weather negatively affects road conditions.  Therefore, the condition of tires, lights, brakes, shock absorbers, windshield wipers, and batteries is critical.  Snow and ice, black ice (especially on bridges and in shaded areas), and limited visibility due to ice/condensation on windshields with extended hours of darkness are some of the conditions that increase the potential for accidents.
