SUBJECT:  USAREUR Tactical Vehicle Brake-Testing Machine Program
1.
PURPOSE:  To provide commanders and leaders with information about the USAREUR brake-testing program.

2.
FACTS:  Army In Europe Supplement 1 to AR 750-1, Appendix U, provides brake testing policies/procedures for tactical vehicles in USAREUR.  Brake testing of non-tactical vehicles (NTVs) is performed in conjunction with the equipment’s scheduled annual service.  


a.
Commanders of USAREUR units will ensure all assigned/attached tactical wheeled vehicle and trailers with service brake systems are tested according to the procedures outlined in Army in Europe Supplement 1 to AR 750-1, Appendix U. 


b.
Commanders will budget/allocate funds for maintenance and repair of brake testing machines/operator training.  Operator training must be recorded for individuals trained on brake testing machines.  This training should be added to the equipment operator’s license.  


c.
Vehicle brakes will be inspected visually and brake machine tested once a year, and after brake systems are repaired or adjusted.  


d.
Commanders are encouraged to visually inspect/brake machine test vehicles before a field exercise or road march.  Any vehicles not regularly used, and those, which have been in accidents with alleged brake failures, will also be tested.  Remember, the machine brake test will be the final authority for determining serviceability of brakes.

3.
CURRENT STATUS:  All units must have an operational brake test machine/support necessary to ensure vehicles are brake tested when required.  Unit Points of Contact (POC) must inform their respective battalion POC of any shortcomings in this area.  Units need to ensure they sustain sufficient number of certified brake test machine operators. 
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
