SUBJECT:  United States Army, Europe Modification Work Order Program

1.
PURPOSE:  To provide commanders and leaders with information about the Modification Work Order (MWO) program.

2.   FACTS:  The Army’s Modification Program is the method by which changes are made to end items and weapons and information systems.  The modification program is the coordinated process the Army uses to develop, apply, and document changes in both hardware and software to Army equipment.

    a.  Army in Europe, Supplement 1, to AR 750-1, Appendix K provides policy and procedures for controlling, operating, and managing the application of DA emergency, urgent, and routine modification work orders (MWOs) on aeronautical and non-aeronautical tactical equipment (except for medical equipment) in USAREUR.

    b.  Commanders will implement the MWO program in their units and appoint an MWO program coordinator in writing to manage the MWO program in their commands.  
    c.  Commanders will provide the coordinator's name, telephone number, and office symbol to the USAREUR MWO coordinator (200th TSC MMC (AERLA-MMC-TAD), Unit 23203, APO AE 09263-3203.

    d.  The Commander, 200th MMC, is the USAREUR MWO Program Manager.  Unit MWO coordinators should check with the 200th MMC MWO Coordinator at 484-7852 with questions.
