RIJEKA, CROATIA—The cargo ship USNS Soderman will arrive here Aug. 23 with helicopters, vehicles, and containers bound for U.S. peacekeeping forces in Bosnia and Herzegovina.

More than 350 soldiers and civilians from the 21st Theater Army Area Command and the Military Traffic Management Command are conducting port operations to off-load the 800 pieces of equipment, intended to support the deployment of the 1st Cavalry Division from Ft. Hood, Texas, to Bosnia. 

It is the first time U.S. Forces supporting stabilization efforts will use the Croatian port and is an example of progress being made to bring peace and cooperation to the region.

A media day is planned from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. Aug. 24.   Media opportunities will include port activities, a visit aboard the USNS Soderman, and Krk International Airport where helicopters will be staged prior to transiting to Bosnia.  Media should arrive at 9 am for registration and briefings.
