Kaiserslautern, Germany – More than 350 soldiers and civilians from the 21st Theater Army Area Command and the Military Traffic Management Command will conduct port operations in Rijeka, Croatia to support the 1st Cavalry Division units deploying to Bosnia.  


By the end of September, the logistical task force, Task Force Rijeka, will have off-loaded more than 800 pieces of equipment to include containers, helicopters and vehicles at the port and processed them for onward movement by rail or truck.  


This effort is another example of the progress being made in bringing peace and stability to the region.  The ability to utilize the port for this operation points to the quality and improved infrastructure in Croatia.


On previous rotations equipment arrived either in Germany or The Netherlands and was railed to Bosnia.  The Rijeka port operations will shorten the previous transit time for equipment from the entry port to locations in Bosnia. 


The equipment will depart from Beaumont, Texas aboard the USNS Soderman, one of the Army’s new large, medium-speed, roll-on/roll-off ships. The 1st Cavalry Division forces from Fort Hood, Texas will replace 1st Armored Division units currently conducting the SFOR mission.
